A new requirement issued by the National Institutes of Health (NIH) will provide the public access to the published results of NIH funded research.  Effective April 7, 2008, and in compliance with the NIH Public Access Policy, all peer-reviewed articles accepted for publication on or after April 7, 2008, that resulted in whole or in part from NIH-funded research must be submitted to the PubMed Central (PMC) repository upon acceptance for publication. We wish to call your attention the following steps you must take to comply with the new NIH policy.
· You must ensure that agreements with journal publishers permit the submission of your article to the PubMed Central repository.

· Effective May 25, 2008, when citing your NIH-funded articles in NIH grant applications or progress reports, you must include the PubMed Central or NIH Manuscript Submission System ID numbers.
